NTL MEET NOTES

NTL will be charging Admittance:  $3 for Adults and $2 for Students.

Upon arrival at the site for the meet, buses should unload and park by the maintenance building.  A person will direct you.  All buses must be unloaded and parked no later than 1:45pm. Our schools will be in session.
Weighing of throwing implements and checking of vaulting poles will begin around 1:00pm.  
A coaches meeting is scheduled for 1:00pm in the infield tent.
Field Events will start at 2:00pm and 3:00pm track events.
A reminder that spikes may not exceed 3/16” needles.

8 places will be scored with those tied for 9th in the jumps and throws advancing to the finals.  High jump and pole vault will run five alive.  For sprint events (100, 100/110H) advancement from the preliminaries to the finals will be based on winner of each heat and next 4 fastest times. 200 will be seeded on time.
Events and meet results will be announced as quickly as possible and will be placed on the website within hours of the meet.

Team scoring will be 10-8-6-5-4-3-2-1 for all events including relays.
The track area (inside the fence) will be restricted to competing athletes or those on call.  No spectators will be permitted inside the fence.  Athletes should be instructed to leave all personal belongings outside the fence at all times.  Only water may be carried into the track area by the participants.

Please instruct your athletes to report at 2nd call and be warmed up and ready to compete. We will run a rolling schedule and move ahead when necessary.
If inclement weather should interrupt the meet (lightning, thunder storm, etc.), athletes should report to their buses and wait for further instruction.

A concession stand will be operating during the meet.

NTL Championship shirts, hats, etc. will be on sale.

Medals will be awarded for top 6 place winners.  Awards ceremony to follow each event final.
Please avoid the areas around the finish line and cameras that may affect the timing system.

Meet management will consist of a Total Meet Management representative, Denny Thomas, Skip Roupp, and other NTL administrators in attendance.  

The electronic timing system will be backed up by handheld timers in the event of a malfunction.  Times will not be compared and the electronics system will serve as the official time unless this should occur.
