EVENT SEEDING

Field events will be seeded from worst to best. Running events sections will be from slow to fast. Please send accurate times.

FACILITY

A 9 lane latex track surface with 2 long and triple jump runways and pits. Athletes are asked to stay off the infield during the running events. A designated warm-up area will be announced before the meet begin.

INDIVIDUAL EVENT ENTRY INSTRUCTIONS

Only two athletes per school will be allowed to enter in an individual event. JV events may enter more and JV athletes may not run in the varsity events.
