· Coaches will use Penn Track to enter their athletes.  Entries will open on Sunday April 30th at 12:00 PM and close Sunday May 7th at 6:00 PM.
· Performance sheets will be generated and sent to coaches for review.  Coaches have until Monday May 8th at 6:00 PM to finalize entries.  At this point, the meet becomes a no scratch meet.
· If an athlete is unable to compete once seeded, contact Frank Miller (fmiller@jtsd.org) by 9:00 AM on Wednesday May 10th.
· Competitors per event:
· Sprint Events: (100, 200, 100/110 hurdles) Fastest 24 times will be seeded with a maximum of 3 per school.  3 heats of 8 runners.  Advancement will be top 2 in each heat and the next 2 fastest times.
· Sprint Events: (300 hurdles, 400, 800) Fastest 24 times will be seeded with a maximum of 3 per school.  3 heats on time.  Timed final with top seed times in last section.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Distance Events: (1600 and 3200) Best 16 times and 1 from schools not represented with a maximum of 3 per school.  Timed final event which will be run in one section using a boxed alley start.  If after seeding the 1600 there are 17 or more competitors, we will run 2 sections divided at a natural break or as evenly as possible.
· Relay Events:  Sections based on the number of teams.  Timed final event.
· Field Events:  Best 16 distances or heights with a maximum of 3 per school plus 1 from schools not represented.  If there is a tie for 16th place, all tied 16th place entrants will be kept and then the non-represented school athlete will be added.  Three (3) throws or jumps in the preliminaries.  Three (3) throws or jumps in the finals for the top 7 qualifiers.  High jump and pole vault proceed to the completion of the event.  (Starting height for the high jump and pole vault will be 2” and 6” below the lowest seed respectively for each event not to exceed the league minimum for each event.)
· Best performers will be in the first flight.
· The National Federation Rules Book will be used by the All-League Meet Committee to determine the advancement of the athletes to finals, lane assignments and heats.			
· Any tie in the trials will be run off at the conclusion of the early session. The computer will use random selection in case of ties in lane races.
· Only ¼” pyramid spikes are permitted on the track and runways.  NO PIN HEADS.
· Blocks will be provided.  Teams are to bring relay batons.
· Teams are asked not to arrive prior to 1:30 PM.  Busses will drop off athletes at the stadium and park along the stadium fence.
· Weigh ins for all pole vaulters and implements will begin at 2:00 PM.
· Teams are to use the designated bleachers for seating and equipment storage.
· A concession stand will be open for the convenience of the spectators and athletes.
· National Anthem and the presentation of Division Championship Trophies will occur at 2:45 PM.  The track and infield will be cleared at this time.  Coaches are asked to have a school representative at the medal stand for the presentation.
· Coaches box will be available for each event.
· Athletes are to leave the event area at the conclusion of their competition.

· Field events will start promptly at 3:00 PM and the running events will start promptly at 3:45 PM.  Time schedule will be moved up as the events progress.
